Ensuring the Foundation’s
Wide-Reaching Impact

al P. Hawkins and Kath-

erine Ponds, founding

board mem-
bers of The MOAA
Foundation who
are now in their
second term of
service, share a de-
sire to support the
military.

Hawkins, who has
had along, success-
ful career in real
estate develop-
ment management
and economic
development, still
remembers what it
was like when he returned in
1967 from serving 18 months in
Korea and Vietnam as an Army
lieutenant.

“When I got out of Vietnam
in May of 1967, they weren’t
quite welcoming us home and
treating veterans the way they
do today,” he said. “The only
program was the GI Bill.”

Ponds’ regard for the mil-
itary began with her father,
who served as alieutenant in
the Army Corps of Engineers
during World War II, as a cap-
tain in the National Guard, and
then had a civilian career work-
ing for an intelligence agency.

“If you want to attract the
best and brightest to the mili-
tary, you have to be able to have
Americans recognize that when
people leave the military, they’re
leaving it with a firm, solid, pos-

itive future ahead of them,” said

Ponds, who has extensive expe-

rience in career transition
strategies.

Hawkins and
Ponds say they are
proud of the assis-
tance the foundation

offers to help veterans
and their families tran-
sition from the mili-
tary into civilian life
and the work done
through the commu-
nity grant program.

“It’'sjustareal

honor to do it,” Haw-

kins said. “I feel like I'm
making a contribution to the
foundation where we’re help-
ing veterans through career
transition, and the professional
education outreach we do for the
military spouse, and the com-
munity outreach grants we give
every year.”

“The community grants are
just touching so many people,
and the foundation has been able
to grow that initiative, and there-
fore impact the lives of many,”
Ponds said. “In the area of career
transition, there are alot of op-
portunities out there for veter-
ans, but if you are waiting until
the very last second, there’s alot
of information coming at you and
your ability to sort through that
on your own is incredibly diffi-
cult. The work that MOAA does
in that area is top notch.” llll

The Leofflers are considering
recommitting to another schol-
arship in the future, and they
encourage others to support the
scholarship program as well.

“MOAA is very easy to work
with,” Kathleen said. “The
money is taken out on a month-
ly basis, so it really doesn’t
financially hurt that much to
provide $5,000 a year.”

“You can either write them
acheck for $25,000, or you can
write them a check for $5,000 a
year for a couple years, or you do
monthly installments, and that’s
what we did,” Frank said. [lIl
